Platform Terms and Conditions for Teachers

AIS (Akita Inaka School)

(Updated on May 11, 2026)

1. Purpose

These Terms and Conditions govern the relationship between AIS and independent teachers
using the AIS platform. The purpose is to create a high-quality, professional, and respectful
environment for Japanese language education that benefits both students and teachers.

2. Teacher Status

Teachers are independent contractors and not employees, agents, or legal representatives of
AIS. Nothing in these Terms creates an employment relationship.

Teachers may leave the platform at any time.

AIS reserves the right to suspend, restrict, or remove teachers for:

* Violations of these Terms;

» Conduct inconsistent with platform standards or values;

» Misuse of platform resources, materials, or confidential information;

» Behavior harmful to students, teachers, or the AIS community;

+ Other legitimate business or operational reasons necessary to maintain the quality, safety,
reputation, or proper operation of the platform.
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3. Minimum Rate Philosophy & Teaching Rates

AIS is committed to maintaining fair compensation standards and improving working conditions
for professional Japanese language teachers.

* The minimum hourly rate for all lessons conducted on the AIS platform is USD $28;
« AIS strongly encourages teachers to maintain a minimum hourly rate of USD $25 for Japanese
language lessons conducted outside the platform.

While teachers are free to set their own rates for lessons outside the platform, repeatedly
charging significantly below this level while publicly associating with AIS may be viewed as
inconsistent with AlIS’s values and the common goal of raising professional standards for
teachers.

In such cases, AIS reserves the right to request that the teacher cease using the AIS name or
affiliation and/or to suspend or remove the teacher from the platform.
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4. Teaching Outside the Platform

Teachers are free to teach on other platforms or privately. However, all lessons booked through
the AIS platform must be conducted exclusively using AIS tools and systems unless otherwise
approved by AlS.
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5. Use of AIS Name, Logo, and Affiliation

Teachers may mention their affiliation with AIS (for example, “Teacher at AIS”) provided they:
» Maintain professional teaching standards;

* Do not engage in activities that damage the reputation of AlS;

* Do not publicly spread false or misleading information about AlS.

Any commercial use of the official AIS name, logo, or branded materials requires prior written
permission from AlS.
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6. Profile Content and Educational Neutrality

Teacher profiles, lesson materials, usernames, icons, banners, descriptions, and community
posts must remain focused on Japanese language education and professional self-presentation.

Teachers may not use the platform to promote political, ideological, religious, or activist
messaging unrelated to language teaching. AlS reserves the right to request modifications or
removal of such content.
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7. Lesson Recordings and Data Usage



» Lessons may be recorded for quality improvement, teacher training, student support, and
platform development (including Al tools);

» Teachers have access to recordings of their own lessons through the platform;

» Teachers may not download, reproduce, distribute, sell, publish, or share lesson recordings or
related materials with third parties without prior written consent from AIS;

* AIS will not publicly share lesson recordings without the teacher’s separate permission.
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8. Use of AIS Materials and Intellectual Property

Teachers may not use AIS teaching materials, training content, lesson structures, internal
methods, proprietary systems, recordings, or confidential information to create or support any
competing platform, community, or educational service.

This restriction does not prevent teachers from independently developing their own materials or
teaching Japanese language elsewhere, provided they do not misuse AIS proprietary resources
or confidential information.
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9. Prohibited Conduct
Teachers must not engage in any of the following:

» Defamation, harassment, or abusive behavior toward students, teachers, or AlS staff;

» Unauthorized solicitation of AIS students or teachers for external services;

» Misuse or unauthorized sharing of platform recordings or materials;

» Conduct intended to intentionally harm the reputation, operations, or community of AlS.

AIS reserves the right to suspend or permanently remove teachers who violate these rules and
may pursue appropriate legal remedies where necessary.
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10. Student Acquisition

AIS and its teachers share the common goal of attracting more students and supporting the
long-term growth of the platform.

AIS aims to provide fair opportunities for teachers to receive students. However, AIS cannot
guarantee any minimum number of students, bookings, or income.

Student allocation remains at AIS’s discretion based on factors including student needs, teacher
performance, availability, teaching style, and platform requirements.

Upon request, AlIS may provide feedback, recommendations, or guidance intended to help
teachers improve their profiles, lessons, communication, or ability to attract and retain students.
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11. Representation of Qualifications and Licenses

Teachers should refrain from excessively emphasizing teaching licenses, certifications, or
qualifications unless specifically requested by students or directly relevant to the lesson being
provided.



AlS believes that practical teaching ability, communication skills, professionalism, and student
support are more important than formal certifications alone.

Teachers may provide accurate information regarding their qualifications provided such
information is presented honestly and without misleading implications.
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12. Feedback and Platform Improvement

AIS welcomes suggestions and feedback from teachers. However, the final decision regarding
implementation of platform changes or improvements rests solely with AIS.
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13. Consultation

Teachers are encouraged to consult with AIS if they are unsure how these Terms apply to a
specific situation.

Failure to seek clarification in situations that may reasonably cause harm to AlS, students,
teachers, or the platform community may be treated as a violation of these Terms.
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14. Changes to the Terms



AIS may update these Terms from time to time. Continued use of the platform after updated
Terms are posted constitutes acceptance of the revised Terms.
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15. Governing Law
These Terms shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of Japan.
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
